	Administration

	1. INJURY. During today’s matinee, Ryan swung in during “Son of Man.” After being unclipped, he was crossing down the platforms to his final pose and slipped on the DSL corner of platform K, falling 42” to the floor. He landed belly down, on top of his right arm. He finished the song, and then exited. Taylor was standing by with an ice pack and tylenol. He re-entered and did the leopard fight to the best of his ability, then had more time to be attended to upon his next exit. Thankfully, one of today’s parent volunteers was Brian Conroy, an orthopedic surgeon. He was able to help wrap the arm in a safe position and ask Ryan important questions about his injury. At intermission, Angel, Taylor, and Shawn contacted Jennifer, talked through blocking changes with necessary cast members, and covered Ryan’s post-show responsibilities. He was pulled from all unnecessary blocking (second fly, Trashin, etc) and blocking was adjusted as needed (For the First Time flower location, Kerchak fight, Clayton gun snatch/neck break, Strangers clothing process, etc). He kept his arm wrapped and still at his side the remainder of the play. Immediately following bows Jennifer took Ryan to the ER. He has a compound fracture. After hearing the diagnosis, we cancelled our evening performance so that Ryan can rest. For our final show tomorrow, we will make a pre-show announcement and Ryan will not fly or fight. All altered blocking will remain through closing. Thanks to EVERYONE for their help and patience today!! An incident report has been filed.

	1. OUR MATINEE. Today we had another good house that laughed during the beginning of the show, and then were very quiet and tentative due to Ryan’s injury (see above). Favorite moments included: “Odd Man Out”/back scratch scene, Kerchak’s happy face, and Tarzan’s imitations. There was a full house standing ovation during Ryan’s bow and the full cast bow.
2. OUR EVENING. Our evening show was canceled so that Ryan can heal.
3. RUN TIME. Act I 48 minutes, Act II 49 minutes.
